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ALRP Guides Client to Bene! ts

In July 2007, Dexter contacted ALRP
seeking advice about his options after
leaving his job. Although Dexter was
extremely ill during his employment,
he had struggled to tie up the loose
ends of a two-year project before he
took his leave.

When Dexter called, he was concerned
that he had ruined his chances to ac-
cess income bene@s through a long
term disability plan of fered by his em-
ployer. Having asked many questions
of his human resources department
before leaving his job in March 2007,
he had an idea that he might be able to
turn his employee disability plan into
coverage that he could pay for on his
own. He was pretty sure that he had
lost the opportunity to ®le a claim for
the disability bene® because he had
not applied earlier.

Dexter followed up on a referral from
a friend who suggested he speak with
ALRP's Insurance Attor ney, Megan
Corcoran. He was overwhelmed at
the thought of having to pay his pre-
miums to preserve his long term dis-
ability plan.

After reviewing Dexter's situation and
policy, Megan suggested that he ®e
a claim for bene@®s instead of ®ght-
ing to obtain an individual policy.
Dexter's medical conditions wer e well
documented by his doctor; ther e was
no question that he was disabled un-
der the terms of the policy. Addition-
ally, he had struggled to complete his
work against his doctor's advice that

he take a medical leave. Dexter won-
dered whether the insurer would deny
his claim because he had not left work
earlier. Megan agreed that this was a
risk, but not an insurmountable one.
She assured him that every individual
®Ing a claim for disability faces the
possibility of denial despite evid ence
of a severe illness.

Megan suggested that Dexter take
time to consider his opt ions: should he
maintain the policy at his expense, or
should he ®le a claim due to his clearly
disabling condition? Whatever Dexter
decided to do, Megan promised her
support. She also explained to Dexter
the process for maintaining his health
bene@s and obtaining Social Security
bene®s. In a week, he called to ask
Megan for her help to apply for his dis-
ability bene@t.

Megan provided Dexter with a step-
by-step guide to ®e his claim. She
Continued on pg.7

Work to Be Done

With this newsletter, we are of@cially
in ALRP's 25th year of service to the
community: twenty-®ve years of run-
ning to hospitals to pr epare emergen-
cy wills, twenty-®ve years of ®ghting
to save people's homes, twenty-®ve
years of ®hting discrimination in the
workplace, twenty-®ve years of pro-
viding the legal community's caring
response to AIDS. What started as a
small group of individuals putting to-
gether a list of their colleagues who
could respond to the wild®re of AIDS
raging through the community has
become a strong, established, profes-
sional, and still dynamic organization
that works diligently to r espond to the
ever changing needs of the people we
serve.

Last year alone, ALRP assisted our
clients in over 2,000 legal matters, lev-
eraged more than $1.5 million in do-
nated legal services, and trained more
than one hundred attor neys. Our Panel
now boasts over 700 volunteer attor-
neys. And when we include our Pan-
el's donated legal services, more than

$.92 of every dollar donated goes di -
rectly to support our legal pr ograms.
In the past ®ve years we have taken
on two new programs, one serving
immigrants with HIV and one serving
people with HIV who have legal issues
related to insurance. Despite dramatic
cuts in government funding, ALRP is
in the most solid ®nancial position in
its history, and this year we are under-
taking our most ambitious fundraising
effort ever with our You're the Heart of
It 25th Anniversary Campaign . Our
Board of Directors is bigger and better
than ever, and is working closely with
staff to strategically steer the organi-
zation through the development of an
updated strategic plan.

Over the years, ALRP has served our
clients in over 50,000 legal matters,
and our volunteers have provided pro
bono legal services valued at more
than $15 million dollars. We know
that this 25th anniversary is not just
about numbers, it is about people: our
board, staff, volunteers, supporters -
you're the heart of it. Together, we are

the supportive and tolerant environ-
ment for his professional career as a
gay attorney. Boone was sworn in by
judge Mary Morgan later that year. He
quickly became involved in the LGBT
community and joined Bay Area Law-
yers for Individual Fr eedom (BALIF).
In BALIF he met ALRP's @rst director,
Clint Hockenberry , who inspired him
to get involved with ALRP. At the time,
ALRP volunteers focused on preparing
emergency wills for those dying from
AIDS. Though Boone had little famil-
iarity with estate planning, he jumped
rightin and, over the years, has helped
numerous clients make sure that their
®rel wishes are respected.

Though he found it challenging to
work with young clients at the end of
their lives, Boone sought solace in the
fact that his work was part of a lar ger
effort to alleviate the crisis and the toll
it was taking on the community. He
remembers many grateful clients, in-
cluding some who wer e surprised that

an attorney was doing work for them
without charge. Boone re ected, 2One
of my ®st clients was so grateful that
he made me a gourmet, multi-course
dinner. Every bite was rich with grati-
tude and warmth. It was touching.®

Boone practices with ALRP co-found-
er Carl Wolf at Callaway & Wolf, where
his work includes medical malpr actice,
personal injury, and estate planning.
His commitment to ®ghting HIV/AIDS
and serving those affected by it is re-
“ected in his exceptional stewar dship
of ALRP's work, and his service on the
board of Maitri AIDS Hospice.

Boone says, 2ALRP has been such
an incredible force for helping p eople
in our community and it has been a
privilege to be a part of it.° Here at
ALRP, we are grateful to have such a
dedicated and long-standing Panel
Attorney who shares his commitment,
expertise, and warmth at every turn.

the amount to be recovered is so small
that it would not justify the administra-

tive cost of recovery. The third way to
meet this requirement is to show that
recovery would be against equity and
good conscience. This means that
SSA will look to see if it is fair and right
to collect the overpayment. You might

satisfy this requirement by showing
that you gave up a valuable right, like a
lease on your old apartment, because
you relied on the SSA money you re-
ceived.

Once you submit the waiver, you then
have the right to a ®le review and per-
sonal conference. After your ®e review

and personal conference, SSA will
make its decision on the waiver re-
quest. Should SSA determine that you
are either at fault or able to pay, it will
issue a notice stating that you must
reimburse them for the overpayment.
At this point, you have further rights,
including ®ling a Request for Recon-
sideration, seeking review by an Ad-
ministrative Law Judge and ®Ing suit
in federal district court.

In many cases, it may be advisable to
request the assistance of an attor ney
to help with overpayment questions.
This column is meant to provide gen-
eral information about disability law.

encouraged him to contact
her often so she could pro-
vide advice and sugges-
tions that might prevent an
initial denial and subse-
quent appeal. Dexter was
diligent in gathering forms,
andfollowed up withMegan
every time he obtained new
information. Megan was
pleased to observe Dexter
taking control of the pro-
cess and becoming familiar
with the terms of his policy
as they worked together
to complete his claim.

Because  Dexter had
worked through his last day
of work, he had to seek his
employer's cooperation to
support his claim. The em-
ployer had witnessed Dex-
ter's deteriorating health
and agreed to help. After
two months of pr eparation
and self-advocacy, Dexter-
submitted his claim to the
insurance company. Me-
gan had reviewed the ap-
plication to make sure that
everything was presented
comprehensively and con-
cisely. At the beginning of
2008, Dexter learned that
his claim was approved
and he would receive a
substantial income to help
him maintain his stability
and adhere to his medical
regimen. He called Megan
with the great news and
made her day. Just weeks
later, he was approved for
Social Security.

Thanks to Dexter's work
and Megan's assistance,
Dexter is looking forward
to taking care of himself
as best he can. The two
continue to work togeth er
whenever Dexter has an in-
surance related question.

Social Security Wants Money Back

Dear ALRP,

| have disabling HIV and I've beenr e-
ceiving Social Security bene® ts for a
few years. | recently got a notice fr om
Social Security saying they overpaid
me and that | have to pay th em back.
Are they going to take away my ben-
e®ts? Is there any way | can appeal
their decision?

Sincerely,

Dear Nervous,

Understanding Social Security Admin-
istration (SSA) bene@®s can be very
confusing. An overpayment can easily
occur when SSA pays you more for a
certain period than you are due. Over-
payments can happen for a variety of
reasons, including changes in your liv-
ing or employment situation, incor rect
calculations of income, and incorr ect
reporting. The notice you received of
your overpayment should have infor-
mation about how much money SS A
wants returned, how it plans on col-
lecting it, and how to ®le a waiver and
appeal.

If, after receiving notice of an overpay-
ment, you believe that the overpay-
ment was not your fault, then you may
ask SSA to stop its attempts to col-
lect the money from you. (Of course,
if you agree with the SSA notice of an
overpayment, you might decide to fol-
low the payment plan if your budg et
allows.) To keep SSA from collecting
money from your bene®s, you must
®k a waiver, which is a request that
SSA waive the overpayment. A waiv-
er may be ®ed at any time, but you
should try to ®le it within 30 days after
you receive the overpayment notice so
that your bene@®ts will not be reduced

while SSA reviews your request.

For SSA to approve a waiver, you must
show that (1) you are without fault in
causing the overpayment and (2) you
need all of your income to meet the
expenses of your daily living. SSA will
also consider whether the recovery of
the overpayment isn't worth collecting

because the amount owed is small,
and whether you ®nd yourself in a
worse situation because you relied on
SSA's notice that you would be p aid,
or you relied on the incorrect payment
itself.

In order to prove that you are without
fault, you must show that the over-
payment did not result from your own
wrongdoing. For example, SSA will
look to see if you were careless in ac-
cepting the money, hid any important
information or actually committed a
fraud. If you can show that you fur-
nished complete and accurate infor-
mation to SSA, followed all the report-
ing requirements, and returned any
checks you believed were overpaid,
SSA may @&d that you are 2without
fault. In evaluating this requirement,
SSA will look at your ability to under -
stand the rules, and your efforts to
comply with reporting requirements.
SSA will also take into account any
physical, mental, educational, and lin-
guistic limitations that you may have.

The second waiver requirement - prov-
ing your need for the extra income -
can be satis®ed in one of three ways.
First, you can show that recovery
would defeat the purpose of the pr o-
gram, which could mean that you need
all of your income to meet everyday
living expenses, such as food, rent,
and medical expenses. Second, you
can show that recovery would prevent
the ef@cient or effective administration
of SSA. This is usually the case when
